NJ Law states the primary responsibility for the health of a child rests with the parent/guardian and their family physician or primary health care provider. Your child’s family physician or health provider must complete his or her physical examination.

Our school therefore requires that a physical exam be conducted on the following students:

Children entering Kindergarten and those transferring from another school 

The written documentation must include a comprehensive health history as well as a complete physical exam completed within 365 days prior to entry. All immunizations must be up to date according to New Jersey State law. This information will be evaluated by the school nurse and it is due by August 15th. Those failing to comply may be excluded from school.

Participating in Athletic programs

Students who wish to try-out for a school athletic squad or team must submit a comprehensive Physical Examination Report. (Annual Athletic                   Pre Preparation Physical Examination Form…Part A &Part B)

Each completed sports physical will be reviewed before the student will be permitted to participate in the sport. Parents/guardians will be notified if their child is not eligible to try-out. Physical examinations for sports need to be completed within 365 days prior to the first practice session.

In addition the Health History questionnaire (Part A) must be completed by the parent /guardian prior to trying out for another sport in a new season.

Those who fail to return a completed comprehensive PHYSICAL EXAMINATION REPORT to the school nurse by the designated due
 date will not be permitted to participate in sports.
NOTE:

Physicals are no longer mandated for specific grades. However, it is strongly recommended that a physical be completed at least once during each developmental stage.

For Kindergarten students and those transferring into our school, we are not requiring a specific form to be used for the physical. However, the state form used for athletes can be used because it is comprehensive.
